Holy Myrrhbearers Sunday
About the beginning of His thirty-second year, wilea Lord Jesus was going throughout Galilee,
preaching and working miracles, many women whoreadived of His beneficence left their own
homeland and from then on followed after Him. Tih@pistered unto Him out of their own
possessions, even until His crucifixion and entombimand afterwards, neither losing faith in t
after His death, nor fearing the wrath of the Jawiders, they came to the sepulchre, bearing the
myrrh-oils they had prepared to annoint His bottyis because of the myrrh-oils, that these God-
loving women brought to the tomb of Jesus that #reycalled the Myrrh-bearers. Of those whose
names are known are the following: first of dile tmost holy Virgin Mary, who in Matthew 27:56
and Mark 15:40 is called "the mother of James arsegd' (these are the sons of Joseph by a
previous marriage, and she was therefore theirrster); Mary Magdalene (celebrated July 22);
Mary, the wife of Clopas; Joanna, wife of Chouzateavard of Herod Antipas; Salome, the mot
of the sons of Zebedee, Mary and Martha, the sistekazarus; and Susanna. As for the names of
the rest of them, the evangelists have kept silédedt 27:55-56; 28:1-10. Mark 15:40-41. Luke
8:1-3; 23:55-24:11, 22-24. John 19:25; 20:11-18sAc14).<P>Together with them we celebrate
also the secret disciples of the Saviour, Josegi\itodemus. Of these, Nicodemus was prob
a Jerusalemite, a prominent leader among the Jedvefehe order of the Pharisees, learned in the
Law and instructed in the Holy Scriptures. He bhatieved in Christ when, at the beginning of
Saviour's preaching of salvation, he came to Himmilgiat. Furthermore, he brought some one
hundred pounds of myrrh-oils and an aromatic mextfraloes and spices out of reverence and
love for the divine Teacher (John 19:39). Joseptng was from the city of Arimathea, was a
wealthy and noble man, and one of the counsellbiswere in Jerusalem. He went boldly unto
Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus, and togefitie Nicodemus he gave Him burial. Since
time did not permit the preparation of another tphmplaced the Lord's body in his own tomb
which was hewn out of rock, as the Evangelist ¢&jatt. 27:60).

At that time, Joseph of Arimathea, a respected member of the council, who was
also himself looking for the kingdo of God, took courage and went to Pilate,
asked for the body of Jesus.

And they
went out and fled from the tomb; for trembling and astonishment had come upon
them; and they said nothing to anyone, for they were afraid.
