from Lampsacus in the Hellespont. For refusingftercssacrifice to the idol of Aphrodit
his whole body was crushed and broken with chamdspaéeces of wood on a torture-
wheel; having endured this torment courageouslygawe up his soul.

Paul and Andrew were soldiers from Mesopotamia ¢inoto Athens with their
governor, there they were put in charge of twoigepChristians, Dionysius and
Christina. The soldiers, seeing the beauty of ttgirvChristina, attempted to move her
to commit sin with them, but she refused and, byauaknonitions, brought them to faith
in Christ. They and Dionysius were stoned to dearthl, Christina was beheaded.

Heraclius, Paulinus, and Benedimus were Atheniamg,preachers of the Gospel who
turned many of the heathen from their error toligjiet of Christ. Brought before the
governor, they confessed their Faith, and afterynbarments were beheaded.
