Sunday of the Samaritan Woman

One of the most ancient cities of the Promised hwas Shechem, also called Sikima, located at thied
Mount Gerazim. There the Israelites had heard lmgsimgs in the days of Moses and Jesus of Nasir tde
this town, Jacob, who had come from Mesopotamthémineteenth century before Christ, bought agpadc
land where there was a well. This well, preserwagheuntil the time of Christ, was known as Jacu¥édl.
Later, before he died in Egypt, he left that pietkand as a special inheritance to his son Jogéph. 49:22).
This town, before it was taken into possessiondyn&ia, was also the leading city of the kingdortheften
tribes. In the time of the Romans it was calledpddia, and at present Nablus. It was the first git€anaan
visited by the Patriarch Abraham. Here also, Jesiavi (Joshua) addressed the tribes of Israghietast
time. Almost three hundred years later, all Isesslembled there to make Roboam (Rehoboam) king.\blren
Lord Jesus Christ, then, came at midday to thys wihich is also called Sychar (John 4:5), He waaned
from the journey and the heat, and He sat datathis well.
